Introductory remarks:

The relative frequency of the major meters in this book differs from that of the other books. In
descending order they are: Tristubh, Anustubh, Jagatii, and Gayatri. The large proportion of
Anustubhs in comparison with the other books is noteworthy. This book further contains two
hymns (5.2 and 79) composed in Pankti meter and several hymns in which a Pankti stanza
concludes a hymn composed in Anustubhs. The minor meters here are Atijagati, Usnih,
Ekapada Viraj, Kakubh, Dvipada, Puraiisnih, Brhati, Viratparva, Viradrapa and Sakvari.

The distribution of the openings, breaks, and cadences in this book does not deviate much from
that of the rest of the Rig Veda. Lines with unusual scansion are rare. Rig Veda 5 contains
five Pentad verses, eleven 10-syllable trimeters of which only one could not be restored with a
rest. There is one 13-syllable Jagati. Hymns with many aberrant lines are 5.33 and 41, both
Tristubhs.
